Jalousie Plantation, 5t
Lucia, has new suites and a spa - stay seven
nights (including flights) from £1,725pp with
BA* (ba.com/stlucia). And Tamarind Cove in
Barbados has been refurbished and
rebranded Tamarind - seven nights with BA
(including flights) costs from £1,310pp**, Visit
ba.com/barbados. And Four Seasons Resort
Great Exuma at Emerald Bay re-emerges as
Sandals Emerald Bay, Great Exuma. Stay
seven nights all inclusive (including flights)
with BA from £3,730.
